*  Use the special Allen key supplied to loosen the mounting screws. Remove the cover.
Place the template against the wall at the desired focation. Use the i heighti chart to determine the recommended mountin g height,
*  Mark the location of the 4 mounting bolt holes. When 2 or more dryers are instailed, the ¥ should be spaced no closer than

247 (60cm) from center to center.

¢ Atach the base firmly to the wall. For wood wails, use wood screws No, 16, 2 3/4 (70mm). For cement or brick walls, use ex-
pansion bolts 1/47 x 3t (6mm x 76mm). For hollow wails, use toggle bolts, tength dependent on wall thickness. Shim up to

measured levelness.

¢ Carry the conductor wire to the dryer and connect it to the terminal block. Remember all dryers should be fed by a three wire

If the dryer will not run:

First ensure that the breaker supplyingthe dryerisoperational.

If itis, disconnect the power and remove the dryer cover. Taking suitable precautions to avoid shock haz-
ard, reconnect the power and check for voltage at the wire leads.

If there 1s power and the dryer will not run, replace the circuit board.

If the dryer cycles by itself, runs all the time, or is not sensitive enough;

Ensure that there is no obstruction on or in front of the infra-red lens.

Disconnect the power . Remove the dryer cover and the screws holding the circuit board. Ensure that
there are no obstructions between the infra-red “eyes = on the circuit board and the lens. |

If the problem persists, replace the circuit board.

{If the elements get hot but the fan motor does not furn:
Disconnect the power. Remove the dryer cover and check for obstructions in the fan housings.
Damaged fans must be replaced.

It there are no obstructions, replace the motor.

If the fun motor runs but one of the elements does not get hot:

Disconnect the power and remove the dryer cover, Check for loose or damaged wires.

Remove the access cover on the blower housing. Check the element for signs of buming or breakage.,
Damaged elements must be replaced.

If the element does not appear damaged, disconnect it at the circuit board and check for continuity across
the two elemént wires. An open circuit indicates damage to the integral ternperature limit control. If this

is the case, replace the element.
